Seattle Debate Institute 2006, August 13-27
Procedures
Purpose of Project 
Seattle Debate Foundation (SDF) in partnership with GEAR UP will host the third annual Seattle Debate Institute (SDI) 2006.  The institute will provide a summer venue and a college campus atmosphere for hands-on debate instruction, creating an intense learning environment for students to develop public speaking skills and prepare for next year’s tournaments.  Debate competition inspires students to improve reading comprehension, critical thinking and research skills, note-taking and communication skills.  Preparing for and participating in numerous 90-minute debate rounds on the 2006-7 topic, students practice voicing their own researched views on the most pressing political, economic, social and cultural questions facing their generation.  The summer program is a two week residential program that offers students a unique opportunity to interact with teachers that is not available in a traditional educational setting.  

Student Selection

In general, SDF school and student selection criteria prioritizes economic need and membership in underserved ethnic minority groups.  In terms of SDI 2006, students receiving GEAR UP scholarships must have attended one of the GEAR UP middle schools (AAA, Aki, Madrona, Meany, Mercer, Seahawks) and must be going into grades 9-11.  The program will serve at minimum 20 (more if funding is available) young men and women.  In addition to completing a standard permission slip (Appendix D), institute participants and their guardians are required to read and sign the SDI Social Conduct (Appendix E).  In addition, rules, schedule and procedures will be discussed extensively at a parent/guardian and student orientation on August 13th.   GEAR UP Scholars who are receiving scholarships are also required to read and sign a scholarship contract in which they agree that in exchange for receiving the scholarship, they will contribute 20 hours of service (earning service-learning hours) during the 2006-7 school year, whereby the scholarship recipients share the skills and experiences that they gained at SDI with their peers and/or debaters in the middle school or elementary urban debate leagues (Appendix G). 
Staff Selection

SDI staff are required to have extensive experience working with underserved youth and teaching debate.  SDI staff will meet on August 12th before the students arrive on the 13th in order to discuss rules, procedures, program schedule and program evaluation.  Senior instructors and Institute Director will conduct a “Teaching Roundtable” to discuss useful teaching strategies and effective classroom management.  The Teaching Roundtable will also have a portion committed to cultural sensitivity training and procedures for addressing any concerns that may arise during the institute in this regard.   SESO GEAR UP is invited to attend this staff training to offer feedback and suggestions. 
In addition to having a teacher to student ration of 1:8, the institute administrative and support staff will consist of:
· Institute Director

· One Certified SPS teacher

· One Teaching/Administrative Assistant

· Two Evening Dorm Supervisors (one male, one female)
Program Evaluation
Students will demonstrate the success of the project by becoming independent learners who work on debate during their free time in the summer after the institute and during the school year.  Institute students will participate in debate tournaments and public debates throughout the year, and will also recruit additional students to participate in those activities.  High school students will earn service-learning credits by mentoring and judging for middle school programs.  In school, students exposed to debate will perform better on class assignments, on standardized tests, and will receive less discipline referrals.  Senior debaters will apply to colleges and universities.  

Program evaluations are collected from students, institute administrators, and debate instructors.  At the end of the program in an effort to constantly improve program delivery, these evaluations will be provided to SESO GEAR UP, SDF Board of Directors and SDF Executive staff.  SDF will offer constructive improvement points based on these evaluations and welcome SESO GEAR UP’s & UW Catering and Conference’s participation in this process. 

Each student accepted fills out a Student Questionnaire which asks them questions about the areas in which they would like to see improvement in their skills (Appendix F).  The Questionnaire also functions to assist SDI in determining appropriate recreational activities.

SDI will administer pre and post diagnostic examinations (Appendix A) aligned to Essential Academic Learning Requirements (ELR) in reading, writing, and communications.  SDF will analyze the results to determine students’ improvement over the course of the institute.  This information will be supplied upon request to the individual schools as an aid to student learning acceleration.  

Students complete nightly feedback forms (Appendix B), and evaluations (Appendix C) at the end of the institute which explains what they learned and rates the quality of their instructors, activities, seminars, practice rounds, recreation and food, night/dorm staff and the student’s own participation.  Institute instructors will complete evaluations at the end of the institute on the project as a whole and also on each student.  

To address any incidents that occur in regard to students or staff, students and staff will complete an Incident Report (Appendix D).  These reports request: (1) a detailed description of the incident(s)/behavior(s); (2) resolution/suggested resolution; (3) final outcome/result.  The Incident Report Forms in conjunction with Nightly Feedback Forms and regular staff meetings at the institute enable SDF administration to identify any administrative and programming concerns that the students or staff may have.  In the event there are any serious administrative or programming concerns that occur during the institute, SDF will immediately notify SESO GEAR UP.

THE SEATTLE DEBATE INSTITUTE 2006 SOCIAL CONTRACT

In order to afford all Seattle Debate Institute participants the most beneficial and enjoyable experience, we require that certain minimum standards of conduct be observed. Our experience has shown that a prior understanding of these standards by students and their parents/guardians will help contribute to a more effective learning experience.  
1. Attendance at all Institute classes and functions (including field trips) is required and verified by regular roll call.  Absence from the functions of the Institute must be approved by the Institute director. 

2. Students are not permitted to operate motor vehicles during the Institute session.

3. Commuter students must sign in and sign out at the front desk of McCarty each day they attend the institute. 

4. Resident students are required to be inside their assigned dormitories (entrance doors remain locked) immediately after lab, no later than 10:00 pm for formal check in by faculty and staff.

5. Resident students are required to be inside their assigned rooms by 11:00pm for formal check in by faculty and staff. 

6. Commuter students may not stay in McCarty past 10:00pm, unless authorized by parent or guardian and the Institute Director, Jen Johnson.

7. Institute students are not permitted to leave the University of Washington campus unless it is for an event sponsored by the Seattle Debate Foundation/Seattle Debate Institute or unless they have written parental/guardian permission verified by the Institute Director.  Failure to abide by the regulation results in expulsion from the Institute.  

8. Alcoholic beverages and narcotics or other controlled substances, weapons, or threatening behaviors are not permitted; any student found in possession thereof or engaging thereof will be required to leave the Institute.  

9. Respect the diversity of ideas and individuals at the institute including students, Institute staff, University staff, judges, institute guests, coaches, and observers.

10. Regardless of race, ethnicity, religion, age, class, gender, or gender orientation, all participants will be treated with respect and dignity.  Institute participants should reject any discourse that devalues any person within the community based on their social, political, cultural, religious, or economic background. 

11. To ensure the creation of a positive and affirming community, students, institute staff, parents, guardians, judges, and coaches should communicate to each other and the institute director if there are any instances of discrimination, harassment, or abuse instigated on behalf of any participant, whether they are a student, university staff, institute staff, or any other person met on the university campus or during institute field trips. 
These regulations are not all-inclusive. Additional rules regarding individual conduct may be given to each student (e.g. dorm rules, library rules, etc.). Violation of any of these rules or the additional rules provided to the students may result in (1) subsequent expulsion from the institute; and or (2) notification to student’s debate coach and/or school.

Upon approval from SDF Executive Staff, students may provide alternate services that are not listed below if the SDF deems that those services both provide the student with a quality service-learning experience and also enrich, and/or assist in sustaining debate programs throughout the Seattle area.  Students must contact the SDF prior to the start of a project if it falls outside the areas listed below. 

Students will receive service-learning credits for their contributed hours.  Students will use the standard form at their school to verify the completion of their hours. 

Service hours must be completed no later than the last day of the 2006-7 school-year.  Students who fail to complete their hours may be requested to return some or the entire dollar amount awarded in the scholarship. 

The following lists the main ways in which a student can earn these 20 hours of service:
12. Mentor high school novices (beginners) at your school.  Break down the skills, theory and topic information that you learned over the summer. 

13. Mentor middle school debaters. 

14. Mentor elementary school debaters. 

15. Judge middle school debate rounds.

16. Judge elementary school debate rounds.

17. Organize or participate in a public debate (at your school, community center, middle school, or elementary school etc.)

18. Assist in administering a debate tournament (tabulating results, registration etc.)

19. Organize or assist in fundraising for your school’s debate team or for the Seattle Debate Foundation.

20. Write a news article for the Seattle Urban Debate League newsletter.

21. Take photographs/videos of Seattle UDL students for the Seattle Debate Foundation (assuming students photographed receive written permission from their parent/guardian prior to the taping).
