Washington State Novice Case Areas for 2007-2008

2007-8 Middle School and High School Policy Debate Topic: 

Resolved that the United States Federal Government should substantially increase its public health assistance to Sub-Saharan Africa
AIDS Prevention:  The affirmative plan eliminates the abstinence earmark in the President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR) and redirects that funding for other AIDS prevention programs. 

Malaria Prevention:  The affirmative plan increases funding for DDT-based malaria prevention programs in the President’s Malaria Initiative. 

Food Aid:  The affirmative plan eliminates the current U.S. requirement that three-fourths of U.S. food aid be purchased in the U.S. and increases the local purchase of food aid. 

Public Health Workers:  The affirmative plan increases funding for the training of indigenous public health workers. 

Water Treatment: The affirmative plan fully funds and administers PL 109-121 (The Water for the Poor Act) to Sub-Saharan Africa. 

Landmines: The affirmative plan funds US demining activities.  

No counterplans may be run in novice debate.  

The kritik of colonialism may be run as a criticism of the plan action.
